The second opportunity will occur just prior to adjournment, when residents may address
general comments to the Board with time limits being at the discretion of the President. Participants
wishing to make public comment shall comply with Policy 0167. Additionally, the Board hereby
adopts the following procedures: Individuals participating via Zoom and wishing to make a public
comment shall use the “Chat” feature to identify themselves before speaking which shall include
typing the individual’s name, address, topic, and areas of concern. The Board shall facilitate a
dialogue with the commenter to the extent permitted by the electronic communications technology.

If a member of the public becomes disruptive during a remote public meeting, including during any
period for public comment, the Board President or individual in charge of the remote meeting
platform shall mute or continue muting the disruptive member of the public and warn that continued
disruption may result in their being prevented from speaking during the remote public meeting or
removed from the remote public meeting. Disruptive conduct includes sustained inappropriate
behaviors such as, but not necessarily limited to, shouting, interruption, and use of profanity. A
member of the public who continues to act in a disruptive manner after receiving an initial warning
shall be muted while other members of the public are allowed to proceed with their questions or
comments. If time permits, the disruptive individual shall be allowed to speak after all other
members of the public have been given the opportunity to make comment. Should the person
remain disruptive, the Board President or individual in charge of the remote meeting shall mute, or
keep muted, the disruptive member for the remainder of the remote public meeting, or remove him
or her from the remote public meeting.
